Both clinics operated at or near capacity, providing a total of 
20,580 health care encounters in the midst of decreased support from grants and contributions due to the downturn in the 
economy. 
 
Fundraising initiatives to increase revenue in 2011 and 2012 are underway to establish an expanded base of individual donors who 
share the belief and commitment in community health care.
